- Nintendo will be offering two locations to demo games coming to the Nintendo Switch™ 2 
system. 

o Anaheim Convention Center Hall A in the Partners & Merchants section, Booth P1 will 
feature a demo of the Pokémon™ Legends: Z-A – Nintendo Switch™ 2 Edition game.  
This game demo will require a separate Warp Pipe Pass reservation in order to demo 
Pokémon™ Legends: Z-A – Nintendo Switch™ 2 Edition.   Passes are first-come, first-
served.   

o The Grand Plaza will feature demos for Pokémon Scarlet and Pokémon Violet. 
Reservations will not be required to demo these games.   

About Warp Pipe Pass 
What is a Warp Pipe Pass? 

- A Warp Pipe Pass is a free reservation that will allow you the opportunity to try a demo of the 
Pokémon™ Legends: Z-A – Nintendo Switch™ 2 Edition game during the Pokémon World 
Championships 2025. You must reserve a designated time slot to play while slots are available.  

- Warp Pipe Passes will not be needed to demo the Pokémon Scarlet or Pokémon Violet games. 
Guests will be able to queue in a traditional line to play demos at this booth. 

Why should I get a Warp Pipe Pass for the Pokémon World Championships 2025? 

- A Warp Pipe Pass will give you the opportunity to demo the Pokémon™ Legends: Z-A – Nintendo 
Switch™ 2 Edition game at the Nintendo booth inside the Anaheim Convention Center.  

Are there other available games to play at the Nintendo booth at Pokémon World Championships 
2025? 

- Pokémon Scarlet and Pokémon Violet will be available to play at the Nintendo booth in the Grand 
Plaza area and does not require a Warp Pipe Pass in order to demo either of these games.   

Do I need a Nintendo Account for this? 

- Yes, a free Nintendo Account is required to reserve a Warp Pipe Pass for the demo of the 
Pokémon™ Legends: Z-A – Nintendo Switch™ 2 Edition game. 



How much does a Warp Pipe Pass cost? 

- There’s no cost! 

Does a Warp Pipe Pass get me into the Pokémon World Championships 2025, like a regular badge? 

- No. A valid Warp Pipe Pass will only get you into the Nintendo booth inside the Pokémon World 
Championships 2025 to demo the Pokémon™ Legends: Z-A – Nintendo Switch™ 2 Edition game 
during your reserved time. You still need a valid Pokémon World Championships 2025 badge to 
enter the Anaheim Convention Center. 

How to sign up for a Warp Pipe Pass 
How do I get a Warp Pipe Pass for Anaheim Convention Center 2025 and what are the requirements? 

- You must have a valid Pokémon World Championships 2025 badge to enter the show and a free 
Nintendo Account to register for a Warp Pipe Pass.

- Sign into your Nintendo Account. Select the event and choose from the available dates and times, 
then complete the registration form. Reservations are available on a first-come, first-served basis.  

- Even after reservation times appear to be all booked up, Warp Pipe Passes may still become 
available if others cancel their reservations. Check back regularly for availability. 

- Once registered, you will receive an email confirmation with your pass to the email address 
associated with your Nintendo Account. Passes can also be found on the My Passes/Tickets tab of

How do I sign up for a free Nintendo Account?

- Users aged 13 or older can create a Nintendo Account. Nintendo Account users age 18 and older can create 

and add up to five Nintendo Accounts for children (age 17 and under) to their Nintendo Account. Users age 12 
and under cannot create a Nintendo Account. They can only be created within an existing parent / guardian’s 
Nintendo Account. Terms apply.  

Will a My Nintendo account let me sign up? 

- Yes. My Nintendo is a free program included with all Nintendo Accounts, so you can use the same 
login info. 

How many people can I register a Warp Pipe Pass for? 

- Each attendee requires their own Warp Pipe Pass. 
- Each attendee will need to sign up for their own Warp Pipe Pass.  

Do kids need their own Nintendo Account or Warp Pipe Pass to register?

- Anyone aged 13 or older can create a free Nintendo Account. Parents or guardians who are 18 
years and older can create and add up to five additional Nintendo Accounts for children (ages 17 
and under) to their Nintendo Account family group. 

- Children aged 7 to 13 are required to have a Nintendo Account. A parent or guardian can create 
child accounts for free as part of a Nintendo Account family group. 

- Children aged 6 and under don’t need a Nintendo Account nor an individual Warp Pipe Pass to 
attend. They may attend with a parent or guardian who has a Warp Pipe Pass. 

- Terms apply. 

Can I register for more than one Warp Pipe Pass?  

- Pokémon World Championships 2025 badge holders may register for 1 Pokémon™ Legends: Z-A – 
Nintendo Switch™ 2 Edition Warp Pipe Pass over the course of the 3-day show. 

Will I get confirmation about my Warp Pipe Pass(es)? 

Yes. After you complete your reservation, a confirmation will be sent to the email address associated 
with your Nintendo Account.  

Please be sure to add no-reply@noa.nintendo.com to your safe sender list, and check your email inbox’s 
Junk, Spam, or Promotions folder. 

Can I register for my friend? 

- No. Individuals need to register with their own free Nintendo Account. If someone doesn’t have a 
Nintendo Account, they can sign up for one by visiting https://accounts.nintendo.com/register. 

Can I give my Warp Pipe Pass to someone else? 

- No. Warp Pipe Passes are non-transferrable and one-time use only. 

How much time do I have to complete my registration?  

- You’ll have 10 minutes to complete your registration, otherwise you risk losing that Warp Pipe Pass 
reservation entry. To save time, be sure to create your free Nintendo Account and set up your 
family group in advance (if applicable). 

I see there aren’t any time slots available to reserve. What do I do?

If someone cancels their pass, their time slot will show up as available. There will not be a waitlist. 

How to use a Warp Pipe Pass 
What does the time listed on my Warp Pipe Pass mean? 

- While you can arrive at any time during your entry window, we recommend arriving no earlier than 
15 minutes before your entry window opens. 

- I arrived early for my Warp Pipe Pass window. Can I get in early?

- No. Please visit the booth during the designated time stated on your Warp Pipe Pass. 
What if I missed my Warp Pipe Pass arrival window? Can I still play that game? 
- If you miss your time slot, we cannot guarantee that your Warp Pipe Pass will be valid for the entry 

line. 

Will I be able to leave the booth and re-enter later? 

- Your Warp Pipe Pass will be considered redeemed once it’s been scanned at entry. You will not be 
able to use it for the Warp Pipe Pass line again. 

Can I cancel my Warp Pipe Pass reservation if I can no longer use it? 

- We encourage you to cancel your reservation if you’re not able to attend. That will allow others the 
opportunity to secure a pass. 

What if I’m not able to pull up the Warp Pipe Pass due to poor internet access? 

- When you register for a Warp Pipe Pass, we will send your pass to the email address associated 
with your Nintendo Account. We recommend that you print out this pass or add it to your Apple 
Wallet in case there is no internet connectivity. 

- It is recommended you ready your QR code before arriving. 

I can’t find my email with my Warp Pipe Pass. What can I do?

- We will also send a copy of the pass to the email address associated with the Nintendo Account. Be 
sure to check your email inbox’s Junk, Spam, or Promotions folder. 

Do I need to print out my Warp Pipe Pass? 

- It isn’t required. You can show your printed or electronic pass to a staff member. 
- If possible, we do recommend printing your ticket as a backup. 

With my Warp Pipe Pass, can I bring a guest(s) with me to enter? 

- A Warp Pipe Pass represents a pass for the recipient only. Each attendee over 7 years old is 
required to have a Warp Pipe Pass to attend. Children aged 6 or younger do not require their 
own Warp Pipe Pass to enter with a parent or guardian that has one. 

Can I make changes to the names on my reservation, or can I give my pass to a friend or family 
member? 

Warp Pipe Passes are non-transferrable. Passes are one-time-use only.
